®Rank: BLS currently provides construction (or combined construction, mining and logging) employment data for 358 metro areas, rounded to the nearest 100. Thus, it is not

possible to calculate percent changes more accurately than to the nearest whole percent and all metro areas with the same whole-percent change in employment are ranked the

same. (Exception: Employment changes of less than 0.5% are shown and ranked based on the nearest 0.1%.)
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
